September is the time that we get back to
our usual routines of school and work,
With school back in full swing, it may be
time to also change some of our eating habits. The easy fast
foods of summer can be replaced by healthier snacks. The
following recipe for Home-made Granola is easy and nutritious.
[t can be packed in school lunches or for after school snacks,
The recipe came from the Indiana Weekly Food Column of the
Courier Journal. Enjoy.

GRANOLA

*] cup honey or molasses {I use honey)

*2 tablespoons unsalted butier, melted

*4 cups Old-fashioned oats (uncooked)

*3 cups nut pieces (almonds, pecans, walputs, peanuts or
combination)

*1 cup hulled, unsaited sunflower seeds

*1/4 teaspoon salt

*1 teaspoon cinnamon

*3 cups dried fruit (raisins, Craisins, chopped apricots or dates)
Ina 3 quart glass mixing bowl, combine butter and honey; stir until
blended. Stir in oats, nuts, seeds and cinnamon. Continue to stir
until dry ingredients are well coated with honey/butter mixture.
Microwave on high for 12 minutes or less (burns easily), stirring
every 3 minutes. Granola is done when mixture is golden color and
has a toasted aroma. Remove from microwave and pour into large,
shallow baking pan to coal, Stir frequently to release heat. When
mixture has cooled, stir in dried fruit, Store at room temperature in
a tightly covered container.

Serving suggestions: sprinkte over fresh or canned fruit or stir into
yvogurt.
